ROUND 3 APPLICATIONS DUE: MONDAY, APRIL 27, 2009 

PROGRAM DESCRIPTION
The Creative Recovery Mini-Grant Program, administered by Transforma, supports work that exists at the intersection of art, social justice and recovery in New Orleans.  The program fuels the recovery by supporting the vibrant activity that occurs on the ground level.  Awards range from $500 - $2,500 and are intended to provide direct project support for the work of independent artists, collectives, gathering spaces, and publications that contribute to the rebuilding of New Orleans. Projects can include an exhibition, a public art project, the publication of writing, an online project, an artist residency, a screening, and more.

ELIGIBILITY
Mini – Grants are open to individuals that: 

· Live and/or work in Orleans Parish  
[In a collective, the lead applicant must live in Orleans Parish and collaborators may live elsewhere.]
· Are at least 18 years old
· Plan to create projects and activities that are accessible to the public

· Plan to complete projects within 6 months of application submission [by September 30, 2009]
· Are not a 501(c)3 non-profit organization
GRANT AMOUNTS

Grants will range from $500 to $2,500. 
REVIEW PROCESS AND SELECTION CRITERIA

The review process will take approximately four weeks. All proposals will be reviewed by a panel of jurors, composed of artists, arts professionals and those involved in the New Orleans recovery process, based on criteria including:

· The artistic and creative strength of the proposed project

· The project’s demonstration of community support and involvement
· The capacity of the applicant[s] to realize the project

· The accessibility of the resulting project to the public in New Orleans
DOCUMENTATION 

· All projects will be required to create a web profile on the Transforma website and add information about the project as it develops. This includes all events and performances related to the project.  

· Transforma may assign a documenter.
APPLICATION DEADLINE

All application and support materials must be received at the Transforma office by 5pm on Monday, April 27, 2009
Transforma requires that the application is submitted in both physical and digital form. Please mail or deliver the physical copy to the Transforma office.  The application form must also be submitted via email. Support materials are not required in digital form.  [If submitting digitally poses a problem due to limited computer or internet access, please make an inquiry via telephone.]
